How to apply to vote by mail

1. Get an application

[] Download and print the application from VoteTexas.gov. Applications are available in English and Spanish. If
you print the application you must place it in your own envelope and add postage. Mailing Address: EARLY

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How to mark and return your ballot

Expect your ballot to arrive about 30-45 days before Election Day. Remember to track your ballot at VoteTexas.gov!

1. Mark and pack your ballot

- Mark your ballot with a black or blue pen.

@ Fill in the ovals completely.

[] Putyour ballot in the ballot envelope and seal it. Put only 1 ballot in the ballot envelope.

[ ] Place the ballot envelope in the carrier envelope. Don't seal it yet!

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3. Return your ballot as soon as you can
Your ballot must be received by 7:00 pm on Election Day. You can do 1 of the following:

[ ] Mail your ballot by US Postal Service. If you aren’t sure how many stamps to put, use 2 stamps to be safe. You can
also use FedEx, UPS, or DHL to return your ballot.
[] Hand deliver your ballot in person. You can only hand deliver your ballot to your main County Election Office
on Election Day while polls are open. You must show photo ID. 4520 Reading Rd, Ste A-400, Rosenberg TX 77471
[] Votein person instead
e Take your mail ballot to your polling place during Early Voting or on Election Day, and you can vote a regular ballot.
e If you lose or forget your mail ballot, you can vote using a provisional ballot.
