The program is sponsored by Fort Bend County Libraries, the Friends organizations that support the county library system, and the Collaborative Summer Library Program, 
a consortium of states working together to provide high-quality children’s summer-reading program materials for public libraries.

The Youth Summer Reading Challenge is free to children from birth through fifth grade. Participants 
will receive rewards based on the number of books read, or the number of books read to them. For 
longer books they may be logged each time an hour is spent reading them. Prizes will be awarded 
from a minimum of 5 to a maximum of 20.

REGISTRATION WILL BEGIN ON MAY 26 AND CONTINUE THROUGH AUGUST 30

GUIDELINES – ONLINE REGISTRATION
1. Register online at www.fortbendlibraries.gov by clicking on the image for the 2025 Youth 
    Summer Reading Challenge, on or after MAY 26.

2. Participants are responsible for logging their own titles online.

3. Please record titles of books on your online reading log before coming to the library to collect rewards. 

4. Rewards can be claimed at the library beginning JUNE 2.

5. One trophy per child per summer

6. Last date to pick up trophies AUG 30, 2025.

Reading Trophies will be awarded at the time of completion  
for 20 books. For each 20 books read, the reader’s name 
will be printed on a crayon to be put up in the library; 
help us cover our walls with crayons!

Drawings for puppets will take place weekly.

Gift cards donated by the Friends of the Library will be awarded to several lucky readers 
of 20 or more books. Drawings will take place at each branch on SEP 5, 2025.
